For 48/81/BL/G1/G2 locomotives produced between8l&8d 2006 the Powerline Production Centre in NS\tie place for
all warranties and repairs. For the T ClasstihésPowerline Repair Centre in Melbourne. For ganepairs to rolling stock
either is acceptable.

Powerline Models Pty Ltd has very few warrantieg egpairs. So little in fact that at times we weratl why we had repair
facilities at all. Yet there has been a smalktsof locomotives requiring some attention. Tliere repairs are done on a
very casual basis about once every month or twehan spares are available or time permits. Etibils, displays, new
projects, work commitments, availability of spardiagss and family additions have interfered vitib ability to act on or
complete repairs stretching delays out across msonthis is not intentional. nor desirable butraphairs will be completed as
soon as is possible. Currently the delay is 6 warikimum from the time the product lands at a RtimeRepair facility.
Warranties and guarantees take priority over akkiotepairs and any requested modifications ateddast.
